1)  One of the reasons we wanted you to travel internationally during your AGS experience is that we wanted you to see, in person, that the world is really big.  And the world is really small.  What did you experience or observe or notice that might be evidence of how BIG this world is?  And in what ways did you notice that the world is really SMALL?

2) What IMPACT did you make on this trip (on the planet, for humanity, interacting with others, etc.)?  

3) Beyond Costa Rica, how could a person make an impact in the world?  What are some issues or problems facing our planet or facing humanity that others are out there trying to solve?  
If we divide all of these issues up into two broad categories – ENVIRONMENTAL and SOCIAL, which issues fall under which umbrella?

4) How can you connect your experiences in Costa Rica to global issues that might be studied in an ISSN school, the broader issues we just brainstormed, or the global issue you recently researched for a journal entry? 
5) We’ve done some reflecting – now let’s project into the future.  Tomorrow, we head back to Austin.  What global issues impact the people in our community?  
6) Start thinking about which issues you are passionate about, and how you (and a small group – hey, how about THIS small group?) can make a real impact on a global issue by solving a problem or impacting change or drawing attention to an issue in Austin.  Your group of 10 will need to split up to tackle two different issues – you may have group sizes of 4, 5, or 6, and they must be multi-gender groups.
